CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/2013 AGENDA: Requires State Board of Education to adopt rules requiring
provision of fluoride rinse to certain students and children after certain meals.
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HB 3345
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/2013 AGENDA: Provides for regulation of persons that engage in recovery or
distribution of anatomical material from donors.

HB 3403
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/15/2013 AGENDA: Establishes nutritional requirements for food and beverage
items sold in public buildings.

HB 3460
Directs Oregon Health Authority to establish registration system for medical marijuana facilities for transferring
usable marijuana from registry identification cardholders, designated primary caregivers of registry identification
cardholders or marijuana grow sites to medical marijuana facilities and from medical marijuana facilities to registry
identification cardholders or designated primary caregivers of registry identification cardholders.
