Creates process through which licensee or applicant to practice dentistry may petition Oregon Board of Dentistry to 
expunge from board records information related to disciplinary hearings. 

Directs Oregon Health Authority to establish registration system for medical marijuana facilities for transferring 
usable marijuana from registry identification cardholders, designated primary caregivers of registry identification 
cardholders or marijuana grow sites to medical marijuana facilities and from medical marijuana facilities to registry 
identification cardholders or designated primary caregivers of registry identification cardholders. 

Imposes restrictions on issuance of marijuana grow site registration cards under Oregon Medical Marijuana Act. 

Exempts from criminal offenses in which possessing, delivering or manufacturing marijuana is an element persons 
who perform certain services related to administration of medical marijuana or who research marijuana for medical 
purposes. 
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
