SB    384 A

Requires Oregon Health Authority, by February 1, 2015, to report to Legislative Assembly on prevalence of and 
costs related to prediabetes and diabetes in Oregon and on strategic plan to address prediabetes, diabetes and diabetes-
related complications. 

Restricts substitution of biosimilar product for prescribed biological product. 

Requires hospital to implement safe patient handling policy. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to establish method for accounting for coordinated care organization's costs in 
providing innovative, nontraditional health services . 

Allows Public Health Director to authorize pharmacists to administer vaccines to persons three years of age or older 
during disease outbreak or public health emergency. 

Directs Oregon Health Authority to adopt rules requiring all infants born at birthing facilities located in this state to 
be screened for congenital heart defects. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to prescribe criteria for training on treatment of opiate overdose and specifies 
requirements for training.
