FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Authorizes owner of lot in planned community or unit in condominium to install and 
use electric vehicle charging station. 

Increases percentage of federal earned income credit allowable as credit against Oregon personal income tax in each of
four consecutive tax years. 

Extends sunset for tax credits for owning or operating farmworker housing and for lending to construct or rehabilitate
farmworker housing. 

Requires membership of Youth Development Council to include representatives of county departments and boards of 
county commissioners. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Grants tax exemption to property of nonprofit corporation exclusively occupied by low
income persons or held exclusively for future development as low income housing.
