FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Directs trier of fact in civil action to compare fault of claimant with fault of all third 
party defendants, whether or not third party defendant is liable to claimant. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Provides that rate of interest on judgments that exceed $1 million is lesser of five 
percent per annum or three percentage points more than discount rate in effect at Federal Reserve Bank in Federal 
Reserve district that includes Oregon. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Increases amount of noneconomic damages that may be awarded in civil action 
seeking damages arising out of bodily injury. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Expands definition of "place of public accommodation" to include places owned or 
maintained by public body and services provided by public body. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Enacts Revised Uniform Law on Notarial Acts. 

Extends length of suspension of driving privileges if person fails to pay fine or obey order of court from 10 years to 
20 years.
