elects to charge defendant with misdemeanor.

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Eliminates statute of limitations for certain sex crimes committed against minors by
persons 18 years of age or older.

3327
FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Authorizes court to set aside conviction for certain sex crimes under certain
circumstances.
