HB 2384

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Authorizes civil forfeiture of motor vehicle if person is convicted of offense relating
to driving while suspended or revoked.

HB 3184

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Provides that charging instrument that alleges that defendant committed misdemeano:
automatically be treated as charging defendant with commission of Class A violation unless prosecuting attorney
elects to charge defendant with misdemeanor.

HB 3327

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Authorizes court to set aside conviction for certain sex crimes under certain

circumstances.
