Provides that drone may be used by law enforcement agency for purpose of surveillance of person only pursuant to
warrant or in emergency circumstances.

HB 2963
Provides that state law may not be construed implicitly to preempt city's authority to control or regulate use of
sidewalks.

Requires Department of Human Services to exercise due diligence to identify and locate grandparent of ward in
department's custody and to give grandparent notice of hearings concerning ward.

HB 3363
Requires Department of Human Services to disclose case plan and written information to court appointed special
advocate in juvenile dependency proceedings.
