FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Adopts Uniform Unsworn Foreign Declarations Act. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Reduces amount payable by municipal or justice court for deposit in Criminal Fine 
Account from $60 to $45. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Adopts Uniform Electronic Legal Material Act. 

Limits amount of appeal fee that city or county may charge for quasi-judicial review of city or county decisions on 
land use application. 

Modifies authority of Oregon Health and Science University to establish police force. 

Prohibits court hearing change of name application from requiring notice of application and judgment if applicant is 
participant in Address Confidentiality Program, unless good cause exists. 

Expands definition of "place of public accommodation" to include places owned or maintained by public body and 
services provided by public body. 

Enacts Revised Uniform Law on Notarial Acts. 

Extends length of suspension of driving privileges if person fails to pay fine or obey order of court from 10 years to 
20 years. 

Allows person holding interest in property to recover economic and property damages resulting from fire occurring 
due to certain statutory or rule violations or resulting from fire escaping from land used or capable of being used for 
growing forest tree species.
