FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Requires Department of State Police to conduct study on issues related to abduction of
children. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Amends statements required for notice of criminal offender record check in 
investigations of child abuse or neglect. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Requires that minors who are sentenced to more than one year's imprisonment begin 
service of sentence in physical custody of Oregon Youth Authority. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Makes medical use of marijuana in immediate proximity of person under 18 years of 
age subject to criminal laws of this state, and specifies that such use of medical marijuana is not affirmative defense 
to criminal charges of which possession, delivery or production of marijuana is element, unless Oregon Health 
Authority has issued registry identification card to person under 18 years of age.
