FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Specifies contract requirements if county, Department of Human Services, Oregon 
Health Authority or Department of Corrections contracts with home or facility to house released inmate and home or 
facility is not residential facility required to be licensed. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Requires Oregon Health Authority to establish process for person to file grievances 
against facility that houses released inmates but that is not licensed. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING - Gives tourist facility landlord immunity from liability under certain circumstances 
during term of rental agreement or lease providing for tenant to occupy tourist facility and operate organizational 
camp. 

Expands crime of assault in third degree to include, under certain circumstances, causing physical injury to person 
employed at state mental hospital. 

Prohibits court hearing change of name application from requiring notice of application and judgment if applicant is 
participant in Address Confidentiality Program, unless good cause exists. 

Increases amount of noneconomic damages that may be awarded in civil action seeking damages arising out of bodily 
injury. 

Expands definition of "place of public accommodation" to include places owned or maintained by public body and 
services provided by public body. 

Reduces amount payable by municipal or justice court for deposit in Criminal Fine Account from $60 to $45.

Limits amount of appeal fee that city or county may charge for quasi-judicial review of city or county decisions on 
land use application. 

Requires party in post-conviction relief proceeding to disclose witness information to opposing party at least 90 days 
prior to hearing. 

Exempts claims based on conduct that constitutes child abuse, or conduct that constitutes knowingly allowing, 
permitting or encouraging child abuse, from notice requirement of Oregon Tort Claims Act.
