SB 239
Requires party in domestic relations proceeding to provide, upon request, vehicle identification number or other
identifying number for each motor vehicle or boat registered to party or in which party has any interest.

SB 589
Removes requirement that court review and approve administrative order for child support that modifies court ordei
for child support.

SB 590
Deletes requirement to provide telephone numbers in request for modification of child support orders.

SB 591
Provides that entry of general judgment of dismissal of judicial proceeding does not dismiss previously entered
administrative order of child support involving same parties.
