HB    2617 

Authorizes person to use agricultural building on land zoned for forest use or mixed farm and forest use. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Prohibits city or district from requiring consent by landowner to eventual annexation in
exchange for providing extraterritorial service when city or district is providing service on behalf of another local 
government pursuant to intergovernmental agreement. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Allows city to withdraw part of district incorporated as or annexed to city from district
only if city provides service formerly provided by district. 

FIRST PUBLIC HEARING: Requires that, in election proposing annexation, votes from city and territory to be 
annexed be counted separately to determine separate majorities if acreage to be annexed is 100 acres or more. 
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
