Extends privilege tax on merchantable forest products harvested on forestlands. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 5-22-2013: Requires transient lodging provider and transient lodging intermediary to 
collect and remit transient lodging taxes computed on total retail price, including all charges other than taxes, paid by 
person for occupancy of transient lodging. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 5-22-2013: Reduces state tax expenditures in tax year by same percentage that Oregon 
Department of Administrative Services and Governor reduce allotments to state agencies for same tax year. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 5-22-2013: Makes permanent pilot project that requires certain licensees to demonstrate 
and maintain tax compliance as condition of issuance or renewal of license. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 5-22-2013: Allows Secretary of State, State Treasurer, judicial department and legislative 
department to obtain copyrights and patents on data processing materials and to sell, lease or otherwise make available
the materials to local, state and federal governmental bodies. 
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
