HB 2503
CARRIED OVER FROM 5-28-2013: Reduces state tax expenditures in tax year by same percentage that Oregon
Department of Administrative Services and Governor reduce allotments to state agencies for same tax year.

HB 2871
CARRIED OVER FROM 5-28-2013: Makes permanent pilot project that requires certain licensees to demonstrate
and maintain tax compliance as condition of issuance or renewal of license.
