HB    3452 A

Allows Secretary of State to assume election-related duties, functions or powers of county clerk of county for which 
Governor has declared public safety services emergency due to fiscal distress. 

Permits counties, under certain conditions, to receive assistance payments from County Assessment Function Funding
Assistance Account for 2013-2014 and 2014-2015 fiscal years that do not reflect changes in federal payments to 
county. 

Provides that Governor may proclaim, in affected counties, public safety fiscal emergency, with unanimous agreement
of President and Minority Leader of Senate and Speaker and Minority Leader of House of Representatives. 

Proposes amendment to Oregon Constitution to authorize Legislative Assembly to refer measure merging two or 
more counties to voters of counties that are subjects of measure. 

Requires moneys in county's road fund and expended for patrolling to be used solely for direct and indirect costs 
associated with patrolling. 

Extends sunset date for provisions of law relating to county in fiscal distress and fiscal assistance board statutes.
