Authorizes governing body of Malheur County to plan and zone up to three sites, containing 1,000 or fewer acres 
each, for industrial use. 

Provides that Governor may proclaim, in affected counties, public safety fiscal emergency, with unanimous agreement
of President and Minority Leader of Senate and Speaker and Minority Leader of House of Representatives. 

Exempts registered lobbyists from reporting to Oregon Government Ethics Commission moneys spent on lobbying 
other registered lobbyists. 

Removes from definition of term "discrimination," for education purposes, use of Native American mascot if 
agreement entered into by entity using mascot and governing body of Native American tribe meets specified 
requirements. 

Clarifies that only certain districts claiming exception from requirement to offer benefits provided and administered 
by Oregon Educators Benefit Board must undergo actuarial analysis by board to maintain exception. 

Proposes amendment to Oregon Constitution to allow indebtedness to finance corpus of Oregon Student Opportunity 
Fund.
