Eliminates requirement that person with limited vision condition take driver test every two years.
 

Provides exemption to offense of pedestrian with improper position upon or improperly proceeding along highway 
for pedestrians on narrow residential roadway under certain circumstances.
 

Establishes presumption that certain existing unpermitted approach roads have Department of Transportation's 
written permission.
 

Expands offense of violation of slow-moving vehicle emblem requirements to include display of slow-moving 
vehicle emblem on highway for purpose other than what is required under law.
 

Permits nonattorney to represent person at proceeding before Department of Transportation involving registration 
of commercial vehicles. 
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
