Raises threshold for requiring cost analysis for procurement from $250,000 to $2 million. 

Requires Appraiser Certification and Licensure Board to convene panel to determine whether objective basis exists to
believe that alleged violation of provisions governing real estate appraisers has occurred before disciplining person. 

Imposes certain requirements on disciplinary hearings conducted by Appraiser Certification and Licensure Board. 

Requires electric companies to develop and submit to Public Utility Commission strategy for analyzing and planning 
for investments in facility that uses coal to generate electricity. 

Extends sunset for tax credit for provision of motor vehicle insurance policies based on mile-based or time-based 
rating plan. 

Extends sunset for tax credit for contributions to Trust for Cultural Development. 

Permits contracting agency to directly appoint consultant to provide architectural, engineering, photogrammetric 
mapping, transportation planning or land surveying services if estimated value of services is less than $100,000.
