HB    2517 

Adds criteria used to select projects within Statewide Transportation Improvement Program. 

Requires certain persons who apply for permit with Energy Facility Siting Council or with county to build 
transmission line to notify people's utility district, municipal utility, electric cooperative and public utility in whose 
service territory transmission line will be constructed of intent to receive approval for construction. 

Permits board of directors of corporation or nonprofit corporation to authorize participation in shareholders' meeting 
by remote communication subject to guidelines and procedures of board. 

Establishes requirements by which person applying to establish associated transmission line in area zoned for 
exclusive farm use may demonstrate that associated transmission line is necessary for public service. 

Modifies authority of Port of Portland to establish contract standards.       . 

Provides exception for citizens of certain countries to have driver license or identification card for eight years even if 
length of stay in United States is unknown.
