Modifies, for purposes of regulating student athlete agents, definitions of "agency contract," "athlete agent" and 
"athletic director." Expands application of statutes regulating athlete agents to include agents representing student 
athletes at elementary and secondary schools. 

Clarifies that committee formed by Department of Education and Bureau of Labor and Industries is established to 
set goals, develop grant criteria, review grant applications and make recommendations related to awarding grants 
under Career and Technical Education Revitalization Grant Program. 

Removes requirements related to assessments for extended diplomas. 

Aligns definition of "former foster child" with federal standard for purposes of higher education grants, tuition 
waivers and scholarships. 

Directs State Registrar of Center for Health Statistics to send data file containing parents' names and mother's 
address to Oregon 529 College Savings Board for each child born in Oregon to residents of this state.
