CARRIED OVER FROM THE 05/21/2013 AGENDA: Requires board of education of each community college 
district, and president of each public university, to form achievement compact advisory committee. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 05/21/2013 AGENDA: Adds two members to Oregon Education Investment 
Board. 

Directs school districts to consider competence of teacher when transferring teacher to different subject or grade 
level when school district reduces staff in certain circumstances. 

Allows student with disability to earn credit at community college or public university as part of transition services. 

Requires each public university, community college or other institution of higher education to allow students, 
faculty and staff to identify sexual orientation on forms used to collect demographic data. 

Requires school district boards to allow certain medications to be kept in student's classroom if requested by 
student's parent or guardian and other conditions are met. 

Requires community colleges to annually make available for distribution specified information about community 
colleges to public school students in grades 11 and 12.
