CARRIED OVER FROM THE 05/28/2013 AGENDA: Prohibits school district from requiring student to wear,
carry or use any item with radio frequency identification device if device is used for purpose of locating or tracking
student or taking attendance.

HB 2747 A
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 05/28/2013 AGENDA: Describes student characteristics that district school board
that admits nonresident students by giving consent or that charges nonresident students tuition is prohibited from
considering when determining whether to give consent or accept nonresident student or when establishing terms of
consent or amount of tuition.

HB 3014
Requires district school board to procure United States flag for and cause flag to be displayed in each classroom,
and to provide time for students to salute flag once daily during school hours.
