Makes temporary findings of state's best interest regarding mechanical insulation standards and mechanical systems. 

Authorizes public purpose charge moneys invested on cost-effective local energy conservation that involve 
updating energy efficiency of residential or nonresidential building to be used for purpose of conducting whole 
building assessment of energy efficiency of building. 

Increases allowed cumulative nameplate capacity of qualifying solar photovoltaic energy systems enrolled in 
certain pilot programs established by Public Utility Commission. 

Authorizes owner of lot in planned community or unit in condominium to install electric vehicle charging station 
for personal, noncommercial use. 

Establishes Willamette River Basin Bonneville Power Administration Stewardship Fund. 

Provides that person may return fish carcass to water from which person caught fish under certain circumstances. 

Requires State Fish and Wildlife Commission to issue permits for removal of certain crab pots.
