Extends sunset on landowner preference tags program. 

Repeals sunset on provisions that allow State Department of Fish and Wildlife to appoint person to act as agent for 
purpose of using one or more dogs to hunt or pursue black bear or cougar. 

Requires that at least 30 days before agencies give notice of intended action to adopt, amend or repeal rules pertaining 
to recreational or small scale mining, agencies shall perform certain consultation and consider certain studies. 

Authorizes owner of lot in planned community or unit in condominium to install electric vehicle charging station for 
personal, noncommercial use. 

Establishes Oregon Hatchery Research Center Board. 

Directs Governor to report to Legislative Assembly on matters related to Columbia River Treaty. 

Urges United States Secretary of Interior to allow enhanced management of cormorants by State of Oregon. 
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
