Provides that health professional regulatory boards have discretion to authorize licensees regulated by board to self-
refer to impaired health professional program in which board participates. 

Eliminates from impaired health professional program requirement that employers of program participants establish 
minimum training requirements for supervisors of participants. 

Makes changes to impaired health professional program. 

Directs board of directors of Oregon Health Insurance Exchange Corporation to report to Legislative Assembly and 
certain other parties on efforts made to coordinate eligibility determination and enrollment processes for qualified 
health plans and state medical assistance program. 

Allows student or parent or legal guardian of student to request in writing that student not participate in mental health
screening conducted for all students in specified grade or classroom.
