Provides that certain persons may seek contribution from persons who have resolved liability to state in 
administrative or judicially approved settlement. 

Allows person holding interest in property to recover economic and property damages resulting from fire occurring 
due to certain statutory or rule violations or resulting from fire escaping from land used or capable of being used for 
growing forest tree species. 

Modifies certification system for shorthand reporters. 

Requires judge to appoint certified shorthand reporter for aggravated murder proceedings. 

Requires action against person registered to practice architecture, landscape architecture or engineering arising out of 
construction, alteration or repair of improvement to real property to be commenced within six years after substantial 
completion or abandonment of construction, alteration or repair, regardless of date of discovery of damage or injury. 

Modifies requirement that attorney for person asserting claim against construction design professional certify that 
witness construction design professional is available and willing to testify in favor of claimant. 

Creates crime of threatening a public official.
