SB 709
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/21/2013 AGENDA - Allows person holding interest in property to recover
economic and property damages resulting from fire occurring due to certain statutory or rule violations or resulting
from fire escaping from land used or capable of being used for growing forest tree species.

SB 6
Increases punishment for animal neglect in first degree to maximum of five years' imprisonment, $125,000 fine, or
both, and, for repeat animal neglect offenders or animal neglect offenses involving 10 or more animals, to maximun
of 10 years' imprisonment, $250,000 fine, or both.

SB 698
Specifies that commission of animal neglect in first degree is punishable by five years' imprisonment, $125,000 fine
or both, if certain aggravating factors exist.
