Eliminates July 1, 2013, sunset of provision that limits length of incarceration court may impose when certain
probationary sentences are revoked for reasons other than commission of new crime.

Requires law enforcement agency to alter police vehicle so that it no longer resembles police vehicle before selling
transferring title.
SB 834
Increases penalty for crime of initiating false report to maximum of one year's imprisonment, $6,250 fine, or both.

SB 30
Adds crimes to list of sex crimes requiring person convicted of sex crime or adjudicated for act that constitutes sex
crime to register as sex offender after being discharged, paroled or released from correctional or detention facility.

SB 40
Reduces unlawful manufacture of marijuana to Class B felony.

Modifies sentence that court is required to impose when certain persons are convicted of felony driving under the
influence of intoxicants.

Modifies classification of crime of supplying contraband.

Increases maximum penalty when certain crimes are committed against judicial officer and are related to officer's
official duties.

Authorizes district attorney to initiate commitment proceeding when person charged with certain crimes lacks capac
to stand trial and is dangerous and in need of commitment.

Increases from 180 days to two years maximum period of indefinite commitment of persons who lack capacity to
stand trial due to mental illness and have been charged with certain crimes.

673

Creates crime of patronizing a trafficked child.

347

Modifies crime applicable to possession of firearm, or instrument used as dangerous weapon, while in or on school
grounds.

699 *3* **Subsequent Referral(s) to Rules
Modifies laws prohibiting possession of firearms in public buildings.

700

Requires person to request criminal background check before transferring firearm to any other person outside the
transferor's immediate family.

796

Requires person applying for concealed handgun license to pass firing range test.
