HB 2433 A

Prohibits court from considering party's disability in determining child custody unless court finds behaviors or
limitations related to party's disability endanger or will endanger health, safety or welfare of child.

HB 2571

Allows court to order payment of attorney fees, costs and expenses in domestic relations proceeding that relates to

life insurance.
