Makes strikes or recognition of picket line of labor organization by assistant attorneys general unlawful. 

Provides private entity contracting with State Forestry Department for performance of forest practice on state 
forestland with cause of action against person intentionally committing act hindering, impairing, obstructing or 
attempting to hinder, impair or obstruct private entity performance of forest practice. 

Modifies method of determining amount of presentence incarceration credits for persons convicted of crime. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5/29/2013 AGENDA - Modifies laws relating to transfers of structured settlement 
payment rights. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5/29/2013 AGENDA - Allows Chief Justice of Supreme Court to adopt rules 
governing use of electronic applications for all state court records and for transmission of jury information to circuit 
courts. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5/29/2013 AGENDA - Expands definition of "place of public accommodation" to 
include places owned or maintained by public body and services provided by public body. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5/29/2013 AGENDA - Provides that drone may be used by law enforcement agency
for purpose of surveillance of person only pursuant to warrant or in emergency circumstances. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5/29/2013 AGENDA - Requires sex offender who is released into Oregon, who is 
placed on probation in Oregon or who moves into Oregon, to register as sex offender if jurisdiction of conviction 
requires registration, regardless of whether conviction would be sex crime in this state.
