Prohibits Land Conservation and Development Commission from adopting rules to regulate religious activities in 
state or local parks. 

Authorizes rural fire protection districts and state or local law enforcement agencies to contract for agencies to 
provide district with special law enforcement services as requested by district. 

Requires moneys in county's road fund and expended for patrolling to be used solely for direct and indirect costs 
associated with patrolling. 

Allows governing body of public body with land in diking or drainage district or in proposed diking or drainage 
district to appoint designee, other than presiding officer or member of governing body, to represent public body in 
matters related to district and land in district.
