Establishes Agricultural Experiment Station Fermentation Sciences and Value Added Program at Oregon State 
University. 

Requires owners and operators of wave energy facilities and devices to remove equipment related to wave energy 
facilities and devices within certain period. 

Revises language regarding Department of Consumer and Business Services assumption of administration and 
enforcement of county manufactured dwelling services, building inspection program or part of building inspection 
program if county ceases administration and enforcement due to budget limitations resulting from reduction or 
elimination of federal payments made to offset lost county timber harvest revenue from federal forestlands. 

Requires appellate review of quasi-judicial land use decisions and limited land use decisions directly related to and 
made in response to land use application to be conducted in single proceeding in which Land Use Board of Appeals 
has joined all appeals.
