Provides that composting facility that composts certain type of feedstocks may not be located within specified 
distance of boundary of incorporated city. 

Prohibits city incorporated after January 1, 1982, from processing land use applications and from making land use 
decisions and limited land use decisions when city has not caused comprehensive plan and land use regulations 
to be acknowledged within four years after date of incorporation. 

Establishes Agricultural Experiment Station Fermentation Sciences and Value Added Program at Oregon State 
University. 

Urges Congress to transfer management of Oregon and California Railroad grant lands to newly established board of 
trustees consisting of representatives from local government, environmental organizations and timber industry. 
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
