SB    357 

Prohibits city or district from requiring landowner to consent to eventual annexation in exchange for continuation 
of extraterritorial service originally provided to landowner or predecessor in interest of landowner without requiring 
consent to annexation. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2013 AGENDA: Authorizes local government required to have urban growth 
boundary to include land within boundary when inclusion of land is consistent with local economic development 
projections and public facilities plans. 

Urges Congress to transfer management of Oregon and California Railroad grant lands to newly established board 
of trustees consisting of representatives from local government, environmental organizations and timber
industry. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2013 AGENDA: Amends definition of "rural area" to mean area outside 
urban growth boundary as boundary is acknowledged on date on which application is submitted for strategic 
investment program. 

Creates fund to allow State Board of Forestry to issue loans to United States Forest Service to prepare for and 
conduct sale of forest products to be harvested from federal forestlands within state. 

Establishes policy direction for management of state forestlands, including management for timber harvesting.

SB    841 

Provides that composting facility that composts certain type of feedstocks may not be located within specified 
distance of boundary of incorporated city. 

Revises language regarding Department of Consumer and Business Services assumption of administration and 
enforcement of county manufactured dwelling services, building inspection program or part of building inspection 
program if county ceases administration and enforcement due to budget limitations resulting from reduction or 
elimination of federal payments made to offset lost county timber harvest revenue from federal forestlands. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2013 AGENDA: Requires owners and operators of wave energy facilities and
devices to remove equipment related to wave energy facilities and devices within certain period. 

Prohibits city incorporated after January 1, 1982, from processing land use applications and from making land use 
decisions and limited land use decisions when city has not caused comprehensive plan and land use regulations to 
be acknowledged within four years after date of incorporation. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4-16-2013 AGENDA: Establishes Oregon Ocean Work Group for purpose of 
adopting Nearshore Strategic Plan. 

Allows winery to be sited on land zoned for mixed farm and forest use.
