Removes limit on number of loans eligible individual may receive or assume from Department of Veterans' Affairs. 

Modifies limit on amount of home and farm loans made by Department of Veterans' Affairs. 

Makes state financial aid to veterans for educational purposes subject to available funds. 

Defines "honorable conditions" with regard to honorable discharge status of veteran as having meaning given in rules 
adopted by Department of Veterans' Affairs. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2/21/2013 AGENDA.  Requires state agency to provide notice to parties in 
contested case hearing describing rights that active duty servicemembers have to stay proceedings under federal law. 

Allows credit against income taxes for employment of qualified military veterans. 
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Committee Chair's policy:  Whenever possible, a measure will not be scheduled for work session on the same day 
it is scheduled for public hearing.  If a measure is scheduled for work session, it will be one week after its public 
hearing, whenever possible.  (Scheduling a public hearing does not guarantee scheduling a work session.)
