Conditionally suspends prohibition against retail customer dispensing of motor vehicle fuel if state of emergency 
requiring mandatory evacuation is declared. 

Allows higher property tax exemption on property of veterans with service-connected disabilities of 100 percent. 

Removes limit on number of loans eligible individual may receive or assume from Department of Veterans' Affairs. 

Modifies limit on amount of home and farm loans made by Department of Veterans' Affairs. 

Allows credit against income taxes for employment of qualified military veterans. 

Requires moneys in Emergency Communications Account, including Enhanced 9-1-1 Subaccount, to be used for 
purposes of 9-1-1 emergency communications unless statutory exception is made during state of fiscal emergency. 

Establishes requirements for 9-1-1 calls placed from multiline telephone system.
