Requires, under specified circumstances, certain professional regulatory boards to issue authorization to practice 
profession to spouse or domestic partner of active member of Armed Forces who is subject of military transfer to 
Oregon. 

Directs public universities and community colleges to charge nonresident veteran who is undergraduate student 
tuition and fees no greater than resident rate if nonresident veteran was discharged under other than dishonorable 
conditions and attended elementary or secondary school in any state or territory, District of Columbia or 
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico within five years immediately prior to receiving high school diploma or leaving 
school before receiving high school diploma, attended 

Directs schools to provide drills and instruction on safety threats. 

Authorizes Office of Emergency Management, which is sole agency of state for negotiating agreements with 
Department of Homeland Security, to cooperate with tribal governments for purpose of acquiring and coordinating 
use of federal funds for emergency program management and emergency services in state. 

Removes limit on compensation for ordinary services after Department of Veterans' Affairs is 
appointed conservator. 

Permits Director of Veterans' Affairs to retract waiver of claim against estate of person under certain circumstances. 
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Committee Chair's policy:  Whenever possible, a measure will not be scheduled for work session on the same day 
it is scheduled for public hearing.  If a measure is scheduled for work session, it will be one week after its public 
hearing, whenever possible.  (Scheduling a public hearing does not guarantee scheduling a work session.)
