STATUTORY QUALIFICATIONS:  Senate Bill 909, 2011 Sec. 1 (2) – (3)

• The Board consists of 13 member: 
o The Governor, or the designee of the Governor; and 
o Twelve members who are appointed by the Governor and serve at the pleasure of the 

Governor. 
• The Governor shall consider the following when determining board members:  

o Ensure that each congressional district of this state is represented by at least one member of 
the board; and 

o Solicit recommendations from the Speaker of the House of Representatives for at least  two  
members  and  from  the  President  of  the  Senate  for  at  least  two  members. 

• The  Governor, or  the  Governor’s designee, shall serve as chairperson of the board 
 

 
DUTIES AND AUTHORITY Senate Bill 909, 2011 Sec. 1 (4) – Sec. 2, Sec 4 Sec. 6, Sec. 8, and Sec. 10 
 

• Ensure that early childhood services are streamlined and connected to public education from 
kindergarten through grade 12 and that public education from kindergarten through grade 12 
is streamlined and connected to post-secondary education.   

• The board shall oversee the Early Learning Council and the Higher Education Coordinating 
Commission (Senate Bill 242, 2011) 

• Recommend strategic investments to ensure that the public education budget is integrated 
and is targeted to achieve the education outcomes established for the state. 

• Provide an integrated, statewide, student-based data system that monitors expenditures and 
outcomes  to determine the return on statewide education investments.  

• The board shall provide the data system by: 
o Developing  the  data  system  or identifying or modifying an existing data system 

that accomplishes the goals of  the  data  system;  and 
o Ensuring that the data system is maintained.  

• The board may adopt rules necessary for the administration of the laws that the board is 
charged with administering. 

• The board shall appoint a Chief Education Officer, who shall serve at the pleasure of the 
board. 

o The Chief Education Officer shall be a person who, by training and experience, is 
well qualified to: 
 Perform the duties of the office, as determined by the board; and 
 Assist in carrying out the functions of the board, 

• The board shall submit a report to the interim legislative committees on education on or 
before December 15, 2011, and may file proposed legislative measures with the Legislative 
Counsel in the manner allowed by both houses of the Legislative Assembly. 



 
 

• The report required by this section shall describe the proposed legislative measures, which 
may provide for any of the following: 

o Allowing the Oregon Education Investment Board to carry out the duties of the 
board; 

o Merging, redesigning or improving the coordination of early childhood services and 
aligning early childhood services with child-centered outcomes; 

o Implementing early childhood services that meet the goals; 
o Merging the State Board of Education and the State Board of Higher Education and 

transferring the duties of those boards and the State Commission on Children and 
Families to the Oregon Education Investment Board by June 30, 2012; 

o Requiring the Commissioner for Community College Services, the Chancellor of the 
Oregon University System and the executive director of the Oregon Student 
Assistance Commission to function under the direction and control of the Chief 
Education Officer of the Oregon Education Investment Board by June 30, 2012; and 

o Consolidating, aligning and coordinating governance, programs and funding for 
youth development and training, including the Oregon Youth Investment Foundation, 
juvenile crime prevention programs and services, the Oregon Youth Conservation 
Corps and the Youth Standing Committee of the Oregon Workforce Investment 
Board. 

• The board sunsets on March 15, 2016.
