Moreover, | don't
see the connection with “tougher regulation” and the desired end of keeping
weapons out of the hands of persons who obtain them illegally to begin with. |
believe this is a politically motivated bill that is aimed at law-abiding citizens in futile
effort to take a real or serious approach to the real problem (illegal
obtained/possessed weapons). Moreover this legislation would criminalize many
good average Americans who on a daily basis who make responsible decisions.

I ask you, my representatives, to withdraw support of these emotionally proposed
bills that would cost taxpayers dearly, both financially and by erosion of preserved
freedoms. | cannot see how any of these proposals will offer a serious solution to
the acts of violence that we have seen as of late. Again, | emphasize you to
withdraw any such support of these proposed bills.
