Analysis: This bill would require the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) to submit a report
on the impact of the use of studded tires on the cost of maintaining highways. The -4 amendment
narrows the scope of the environmental portion of the report and expands other aspects of the report.

ODOT would contract for the study and anticipates that contractor would charge approximately
$210,000 for the study and the additional costs would be ODOT’s time for contract management, review

and oversight.
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
