WHAT THE BILL DOES: Removes prohibition against the imposition of cigarette and tobacco
taxes by a county. Sets limits on cigarette and tobacco tax rates that can be imposed by a county.
Requires that at least 40 percent of revenue collected from taxes on cigarettes and tobacco
products be used for public health programs and services for tobacco use prevention and
cessation, and mental health and addiction services or programs. Takes effect on the 91st day
after adjournment sine die.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENTS:

BACKGROUND: Current law specifies that the existing taxes on cigarettes and tobacco products
are in lieu of all other state, county or municipal taxes on the sale or use of cigarettes and tobacco
products (ORS 323.030 and ORS 323.640).
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
