Package 093 Other PERS Adjustments

Package Description

This change reduces state employer contribution rates by approximately 2.2%.

This package reflects the policy change in SB 822 that modifies the cost-of-living adjustment under the Public Employees Retirement System.

An administrative action by the PERS Board, as directed by a budget note in the SB 822 budget report, will reduce state employer contribution rates by up to an

additional 1.9%. However, no employer rate is reduced below its 2011-13 biennium rate.
