    POP biennial overview 

$6 M of GF for the biennium 
matches the new  $6 M of 
severity funds from 
landowners (OFLPF).   
 
The POP of  $1.6 M  plus the 
current biennial $4.4 M for 
severity resources  produces  
the needed $6 M.
