Revenue Impact: None 
 
 
Impact Explanation: The creation of the conservation and transportation project tax credits in 2011 
included caps on the amount of tax credits that could be issued. The most recent revenue forecast 
includes the assumption that these caps will be met. Consequently, the changes contained in this bill 
could have an impact on the types of projects that become eligible for the tax credit, but will not change 
the amount of tax credits that are expected to be issued.
