o Two must be members of the public (BLANCHARD, CHASE) 

• The term of office must be staggered so that no more than three terms end each year. 
• A board member shall be removed immediately from the board if, during the member’s term, the 

member: 
o Is not a resident of this state; 
o Has been absent from three consecutive board meetings, unless at least one absence is 

excused; or 
o Is not a licensee or a retired licensee whose license was in good standing at the time of 

retirement, if the board member was appointed to serve on the board as a licensee.

• Administer, coordinate and enforce of ORS 681.420 – 681.991

• The board may bring a cause of action for injunction or other appropriate remedy to 

enforce ORS 681.420 – 681.991. 
• The board may impose a civil penalty of up to $5,000 for violation of statute or rules 

adopted by the board. 
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
