During the interim following the 2012 Legislative Session, the Board of Pharmacy adopted
rules and set a fee of $S300 after seeking approval from the Department of Administrative
Services. HB 5037 provides legislative approval for the fee set by rule. The Board of
Pharmacy anticipates that the revenue generated by the fee will total roughly $12,000 in
the 2013-2015 biennium.
