The responsibility of appointing the director of this health licensing entity transfers from 

the Department of Administrative Services to OHA. 

 

The Oregon Health Licensing Agency (OHLA) was created in 1999 to provide coordinated 

administrative and regulatory functions for certain health boards, councils and programs 

involved in protecting the public through licensing and regulation of health-related 

professions and occupations.  OHLA currently functions as an independent state agency.  

House Bill 2074 moves OHLA within the Oregon Health Authority.

WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:  HB 2074 changes the name of the Oregon Health Licensing Agency (OHLA) to the 
Health Licensing Office, changes the name of the Oregon Health Licensing Agency Account to Health Licensing Office 
Account, and moves the agency within the Oregon Health Authority (OHA).  The responsibility of appointing the 
director of this health licensing entity transfers from the Department of Administrative Services to OHA.  Certain 
sections of the bill become operative on January 1, 2014.  The bill contains an emergency clause and takes effect on 
passage.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT:  Conflict amendment in the event that HB 2101 becomes law.  The 
amendment also changes the operative date of the bill from January 1 to July 1, 2014. 
 
 
BACKGROUND:   The Oregon Health Licensing Agency (OHLA) was created in 1999 to provide coordinated 
administrative and regulatory functions for certain health boards, councils and programs involved in protecting the 
public through licensing and regulation of health-related professions and occupations.  OHLA currently functions as 
an independent state agency.  The Oregon Health Authority (OHA) was created in 2009 and tasked with containing 
costs, improving quality and increasing access to health care in order to improve the lifelong health of Oregonians.  
House Bill 2074 renames OHLA as the Health Licensing Office and places the office within OHA.

Local Government Mandate: 
This bill does not affect local governments' service levels or shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 
15, Article XI of the Oregon Constitution. 
 
Analysis: 
House Bill 2074 changes the name of the Oregon Health Licensing Agency (OHLA) to the Health 
Licensing Office, changes the name of the Oregon Health Licensing Agency Account to Health 
Licensing Office Account, and moves the agency within the Oregon Health Authority (OHA).  The 
responsibility of appointing the director of this health licensing entity transfers from the Department of 
Administrative Services to OHA.  Certain sections of the bill become operative on July 1, 2014.   
 
 
Oregon Health Authority (OHA), Oregon Health Licensing Agency (OHLA) 
Passage of this bill is anticipated to have minimal fiscal impact on OHA and OHLA.  Both agencies will 
use existing staff and resources to carry out the provisions of the bill, including the costs associated with 
the name change on forms, letterhead, signs, brochures, and websites which is estimated to be 
approximately $9,200.  
 
 
Department of Administrative Services (DAS), Legislative Fiscal Office (LFO) 
Passage of this bill is anticipated to have minimal fiscal impact on DAS and LFO.  Transfer of OHLA to 
OHA will only redistribute, not reduce, workload for DAS and LFO.

(1) Sections 3, 5, 7, 140 and 141 of this 2013 Act, the amend-

ments to statutes by sections 1, 2, 4, 6, [and] 8 to 138 and 145 of this 2013

Act and the repeal of ORS 676.620 by section 139 of this 2013 Act become

operative on July 1, 2014.

“(2) The Health Licensing Office and Oregon Health Authority may take

any action before the operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section

that is necessary to enable the office or the authority to exercise, on and

after the operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section, all the

duties, functions and powers conferred on the office and the authority by

sections 3, 5, 7, 140 and 141 of this 2013 Act, the amendments to statutes by

sections 1, 2, 4, 6, [and] 8 to 138 and 145 of this 2013 Act and the repeal of

ORS 676.620 by section 139 of this 2013 Act.”.
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
