EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT:  No amendment. 

 

 

BACKGROUND:  The Afterschool Snack Program is a federally assisted snack program operating in public and 

nonprofit private schools and residential child care institutions. The Afterschool Snack Program is administered at the 

Federal level by the Food and Nutrition Service. At the state level, the program is administered by state education 

agencies, which operate the program through agreements with local school food authorities in 28,000 schools and 

institutions. 

 

The Afterschool Snack Program operates similar to the National School Lunch Program. School districts and 

independent schools that choose to take part in the snack program receive cash subsidies from the USDA for each snack 

they serve. In return, they must serve snacks that meet Federal requirements, and they must offer free or reduced price 

snacks to eligible children. 

 

According to statistics from ODE, 53.2 percent of Oregon students are eligible for free or reduced meals in school. This 

number has been steadily increasing, beginning in 1995 when a little less than one third of Oregon students met 

eligibility guidelines.
