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BOARD OF TAX PRACTITIONERS 
The Board of Tax Practitioners is a seven-member citizen board appointed by the Governor that protects consumers by ensuring Oregon tax 
practitioners are competent and ethical in their professional activities.  It accomplishes this by licensing and overseeing tax preparers, tax consultants, 
and tax businesses.  Currently, the Board regulates about 1,900 tax consultants, 2,500 tax preparers, and about 1,400 tax businesses per year.  It 
develops initial competency examinations and monitors required continuing education programs for tax preparers.  The Board also investigates 
complaints filed concerning personal tax return services by licensees and unlicensed persons and takes disciplinary action when appropriate.  A four-
person staff administers Board programs.
